Reflection Questions for Paper *

Write a paper that summarizes your service learning experience. Organize the paper in a way that you think best expresses

your thoughts and feelings about the work. You must address the following areas:

1.

Describe the organization or agency at which you served, including its mission and goals, its organizational
structure, and where your service effort fit.

Give a detailed description of the work that you did. What did you learn about the people with whom you worked
or served? Do you feel differently about them now than you did when you started the project? In what ways has
your service caused you to reexamine your values, beliefs, or behaviors?

Explain why the work is important to you and to the organization. How do you see your participation in service
learning benefiting individuals, the neighborhood, your community, your state, or your country? How does the
work contribute to a civil society or common good? How has your service learning effort affected your own sense
of civic responsibility? Has your service learning experience changed your perceptions about how you can affect
the lives of others?

In what ways has your service learning placement made the course material relevant (or vice versa)? Be specific

and provide concrete examples.
