ELIGIBILITY

The UT Arlington Fall Piano Contest is open to piano soloists grades 1-12, and piano concerto soloists grades 7-12, residing in and
attending school in the state of Texas. Contestants will compete in divisions based on their current school grade and may compete
in one or two categories: A. piano solo and/or B. piano concerto.

REPERTOIRE

PIANO SOLO: An original work from the standard piano repertoire suitable to the student's length of study. Students may enter
one piece or a group of pieces from one opus number, which must not exceed 12 minutes in length. Memorization is required.
The original score, with measures numbered, must be provided for the judge.

PIANO CONCERTO: An original work from the standard piano concerto repertoire suitable to the student's length of study.
Students may enter one movement of a concerto. Memorization is required. The original score, with measures numbered, must be
provided for the judge. Concerto contestants must provide their own accompanist.

All contestants will receive a Certificate of Merit, a Critique from the judge, and a Contest T-shirt.

Contestants who receive a rating of "Recital" will be presented in a public recital at Irons Recital Hall on Saturday, November
1, 2025 at 6:00p.m. Trophies will be presented to all recitalists, and medals will be awarded to the winner of each Division.
