Think about the last time that you saw or
interacted with an unhoused person. What
did you do? What did you say? Did you
offer money or a smile, or did you avert
your gaze? 
 
When We Walk By takes an urgent look
at homelessness in America, showing us
what we lose—in ourselves and as a society
—when we choose to walk past and ignore
our neighbors in shelters, insecure housing,
or on the streets. And it brilliantly shows
what we stand to gain when we embrace
our humanity and move toward evidence-
based people-first, community-driven
solutions, offering social analysis,
economic and political histories, and the
real stories of unhoused people. 
 
Authors Kevin F. Adler and Donald W.
Burnes, with Amanda Banh and Andrijana
Bilbija, recast chronic homelessness in the
U.S. as a byproduct of twin crises: our
social services systems are failing, and so is
our humanity.

However, learning how to practice self-compassion requires, for some,
full-on reprogramming since the lack of self-compassion may have been established
during childhood by not feeling safe emotionally and hearing harsh criticism from
caregivers.  

By practicing self-compassion, we give ourselves what we need emotionally and allow
room for mistakes. As human beings, we tend to be so willing to extend self-compassion
for our friends and loved ones, yet we hold ourselves hostage for what we perceive as our
personal mistakes and failures. 

You have probably heard someone say the phrase, "no one can be any harder on myself
than I am" during a time when the proverbial "mark" was missed. 
I invite you to begin showing yourself more self-compassion, as this is a powerful source of
resilience and coping and can improve mental and physical well-being.  The act of showing
self-compassion has also allowed people to make changes and reach more goals.
