The Ima Hogg Scholarship, established in 1956 by philanthropist Ima Hogg, addresses the critical shortage of
mental health professionals across the state. Each year, the Hogg Foundation for Mental Health awards one
scholarship to a student nominated by each accredited Texas graduate school of social work. Recipients are
selected based on academic achievement and a demonstrated commitment to serving communities after
graduation.

Melody Mesmer, a firefighter paramedic with nearly three decades of service in the fire and EMS industry, brings
extensive frontline experience to the social work field. In 2016, she founded a nonprofit organization to support

first responders and their families through peer support training and mental wellness services. Her organization
has delivered more than 12,500 hours of mental health care to over 3,500 first responders across Colorado and
Texas.
