Professor interviews founder of African American

Link between body image, suicide ideation in teenagers

A new study from the University of Texas at Arlington sheds light on a distressing reality: Adolescents who
perceive themselves as overweight are more likely to consider self-harm than those who do not, irrespective of
their actual weight. This revelation challenges our understanding of mental health risks and underscores the
urgent need for intervention in how young people perceive their bodies.
