February 20th is the world  day of socia l  justice and the Uni ted Nations (UN) has announced th is year’s theme as,
Strengthening a Just Transition for  a  Sustainable Future . The 2025 theme wi l l  focus on how inclusive po l icies can a id  in
help ing cl imate action to  ensure better jobs, reduced inequal i ties, and more susta inable development. 
 
It a lso ca l ls out that socia l
justice, equal i ty, and equi ty are fundamenta l  va lues of a l l  socie ties. The UN further shares that, “The observance of the day
